You are invited to the 2012 Region #21 Championship, a World Tang Soo Do Association
sanctioned event. The event will be held in Apopka, Florida (in the Orlando area) on Saturday,
April 28, 2012. This year’s championship is being hosted by Master Matthew Hutchinson and
Central Florida Tang Soo Do.

The championship is not a contest with winners and losers. Rather it is a measure of the
student’s self-improvement and an opportunity to learn from your fellow Tang Soo Do
practitioners. To repeat one of the most famous quotes in martial arts, “The ultimate aim of
karate-do lies not in victory or defeat, but in the perfection of the character of its participants.”
The Tournament T-shirt reflects this theme, and the character emblazoned on this year’s shirt
is “DO”, meaning “the Way” or “the True Path.”

The tournament will feature the usual divisions for open hand forms, weapons forms and
sparring, including a Tiny Tigers/Little Dragon division. There will also be a breaking
competition and a School Creativity division if enough schools participate. Wood for breaking
will be provided. All participants under 10 years old will receive a participation medal. Grand
champion trophies will be awarded at the end of the competition for male and female Adult
Dan, Senior Dan, and Junior Dan, plus an all-age Gup Cup.

We will have t-shirts for pre-order and pick up during the Championship. As always, all t-shirt
sales benefit the Region 21 College Scholarship Fund.

The Region 21 Spring Black Belt test will be held on Friday, April 27, 2012.

We hope that all Region 21 Tang Soo Do students are able to participate and support this
important program. We look forward to seeing you all there!

The Region 21 Championship recognizes the rules of the World Tang Soo Do
Association. Rule books are available from WTSDA Headquarters at a cost of $8.00

8:00 a.m. - Doors open

8:30 a.m. - Judge's meeting

9:00 a.m. - Opening ceremonies

Creativity competition will be held immediately after opening ceremonies.
All gup divisions will be called after creativity.

Black Belt divisions will begin when all gup divisions have been called.

There will be 1st, 2nd, 3rdand co-3rd in each category. There will be medals for non-
winning participants in the 10 and under divisions. There will be a total of four
grand champion trophies based on the overall point winner in the following Dan
categories for Male and Female: Adult (17-34), Senior (35 and over), and Junior (16
and under). There will also be an all-age Gup Cup. Grand championships are decided
by total points accumulated using this standard: 1st place - 10 points; 274 place - 8
points; 37 or co-3d place - 5 points. Only Region 21 members will be eligible to
receive any of the overall Championship Trophies. However, any WTSDA member in
good standing may compete in any appropriate division for division winner.

You may perform the hyung from your last promotional exam, or the hyung needed
for your next promotional exam. For more, see the World Tang Soo Do
Championship Handbook.

Please remember to bring all of your sparring gear for the dae ryun. This includes
head gear, mouthpiece, hand and foot gear and groin cup (males). All WTSDA
competition rules are in effect.

WTSDA standard dobohk and belts only, including regulation trim and patches.

All wood will be provided, so competitors are competing with identical conditions.
Non-participating WTSDA students, especially those CDB or Dan ranks, are
encouraged to bring or wear your official uniform, and assist in judging,
timekeeping and scoring. Help make our Tournament a success.
